With the establishment of TACS as a 501 (c)(3) not-for-profit organization, we are able to better utilize both the public and private funding resources. Internally, the Board also has made improvements in its record keeping accounting system.

The annual income tax return covering the period from October 1, 2006 to September 30, 2007 was filed with the RIS on January ?????31, 2008. Since TACS’ gross annual revenue was below $25,000, Form 999-EZ (Short Form) was used. FINACIAL STATUS

TACS had a net cash balance of $ 9,874.74 as of September 30, 2008, the end of the last fiscal year.  It received total revenues of $10907.02 and expended a total of $12,129.20 during FY 2007-08. PROGRAM AND ACTIVITY HIGHLIGHTS
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2007 Festival of Nations — The 36th Festival of Nations, which was organized and participated by many ethnic groups in the Capital District, was held on October 28 at the Convention Center inside the Empire State Plaza of the State Capital in Albany.  More than 4,000 people attended.  The purpose of the Festival is to promote mutual understanding and respect of different ethnic cultures, values and traditions.  TACS and TAA jointly represented the Taiwanese American community and become an active member of the event working committee.  In addition to operating a food stand of traditional Taiwanese delicacies, TACS and TAA gave an exhibition of Taiwanese arts and crafts.  Amy Yang represented Miss Taiwan and participated in the Miss Festival of Nation Pageant and was one of the six finalists out of the 1?????4 contestants.
